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Definition:

· A granulomatous secondarily infected lesion complicating fungal infection of the hair; typically, a raised boggy lesion
· Exudative pustular nodulation

· a boggy inflammatory mass that exudes pus
· Extreme inflammation results in kerion

Etiology:

· Results from a strong immune reaction to the fungus
· A marked host inflammatory reaction to the infectious agent, which is often one of the zoophilic organisms, is called a kerion, which presents as a boggy, tender, edematous plaque with crusting and alopecia.
Treatment:

· If kerion is present, prednisone 1 mg/kg/d can be added to antifungal therapy for 5-10 days
