OPHTHALMIA NEONATORUM
· Purulent ocular drainage in newborns.
· Ophthalmia neonatorum (conjunctivitis in the newborn) occurs during the first month of life. 
· It is characterized by redness and swelling of the lids and conjunctiva and by discharge
· Ophthalmia neonatorum may be due to inflammation resulting from silver nitrate prophylaxis given at birth, bacterial infection (gonococcal, staphylococcal, pneumococcal, chlamydial), or viral infection
